1. Introduction to Riskland Game

The United Nations International Strategy for Disaster Reduction secretariat (UNISDR) and the United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) are pleased to provide the text and artwork of the educational kit “Let’s learn to prevent disasters! Fun ways for kids to join in risk reduction”, for adaptation and translation processes in new languages and dialects, as appropriate, in order to promote and further raise awareness of disaster risk reduction within the Youth community.

To obtain UNISDR and UNICEF’s approval to adapt and translate original pictures, landscapes and characters into the relevant local language, dialect or cultural environment of the requesting Organization / Government, the following conditions must be filled:
· All reproductions of the educational kit should include UNISDR and UNICEF logos (available on the CD-ROM with the artwork). 
· Logos of translating or adapting Organizations can be inserted upon UNISDR’s authorization.  For alternative formats of the logos and requests to include logos of other participating organizations, please contact UNISDR. 
· Please provide UNISDR with 5-10 copies of the new version to further promote and encourage inter-regional experience sharing and information exchange in disaster reduction.
