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Honorable Chairperson, Excellencies, Distinguished delegates and guests,

It is a great pleasure for our delegation to be part of the Second Session of
Global Platform, devoted to and aimed at achieving positive and significant
shift towards disaster risk reduction throughout the planet.

Tajikistan, 93% territory of which is covered by mountains, is highly prone
to a number of natural disasters. During the past few years, there is an
increase in number and scale of natural hydro-meteorological disasters due
to climate change.

In order to ensure implementation of Hyogo Framework for Action in
Tajikistan and considering the fact that disasters cause a serious burden
for the socio-economic development, Government of Tajikistan has
launched the process of developing the National Disaster Risk
Management Strategy and the National Disaster Preparedness and
Response Plan. These strategic documents lay the foundation for
prioritizing disaster risk reduction at national and local levels.

Besides, Tajikistan is the pioneer in the Central Asian region with regards
to the application of a multi-stakeholder partnership and coordination
mechanism, called REACT (Rapid Emergency Assessment and Coordination
Team). This partnership supports Government of Tajikistan with Disaster
Risk Reduction measures, including prevention, mitigation, preparedness,
response and recovery. Government of Tajikistan in collaboration with key
partners is taking concrete steps in officially establishing the National
Platform.

However, we would like to express a number of concerns that we consider

are important and require due attention:
¢ All nations agreed to reduce poverty by committing to Millennium
Development Goals, Hyogo Framework for Action and International



Decade for Action “Water for Life”. With the consideration of the
impacts of the global financial crisis that exacerbates the chronic
problems, developing countries are not in a position to achieve the
goals of the above mentioned frameworks within the remained 5
years.

¢ Developing countries, such as Tajikistan, have limited resources to
cope with the effects of the climate change related natural disasters;

¢ Even though some donors are consistently supporting national
governments in the field of disaster risk reduction, we believe that the
practical support and attention provided by the international
community in the implementation of HFA is insufficient.

¢ Coordination of initiatives of key stakeholders, especially between
International Financial Institutions, Governments and the United
Nations remains a challenge.

On behalf of our delegation, I would like to make the following
recommendations for the consideration at this session of Global Platform:

1. Considering the fact that Millennium Development Goals, Hyogo
Frame for Action and International Decade for Action “Water for Life”
all have an overarching goal of reducing poverty and improving the
livelihoods, we recommend that during the next five years, the
international community and developed countries should increase
support specifically to developing countries to achieve these goals;

2. Further, in line with the above mentioned priority actions, support
and coordination of the implementation of disaster risk reduction
strategies, highlighting climate change adaptation should be
increased;

3. Establishment of National Platforms should be adapted to the context
of each country, but most importantly, UN ISDR system should
provide concrete and consistent support in making sure that the
platforms are sustainable and functional following their
establishment.

Dear Friends, Government of Tajikistan stands ready to cooperate with all
stakeholders in uniting efforts to achieve “a culture of safety and resilience
at all levels.”
