Certificate in Disaster Mitigation and Reconstruction

Description

The Disaster Mitigation and Reconstruction programme aims to develop the skills and knowledge of professionals working in disaster mitigation and reconstruction, so that they may reflect on and strengthen their capacity in strategic and practical aspects of disaster preparedness, rehabilitation and reconstruction to mitigate the effects of disasters nationally and internationally. 


The programme enables students to strengthen their capacity in strategic and practical aspects of disaster preparedness, rehabilitation and reconstruction, understand different approaches to post-disaster reconstruction project management and understand the professional's ability to anticipate and respond to events which damage or destroy an infrastructure project. 


All modules are assessed through coursework projects. The core modules are delivered over a 15-week period. Each module is sub-divided into 6 learning packages with a typical duration of 2 weeks each, plus 3 weeks for assessment.

Target Audience

The programme is designed for students from a range of backgrounds and professional disciplines who anticipate having, disaster mitigation and reconstruction responsibilities, and who wish to critically evaluate and improve their working knowledge of both theory and practice. These students and professionals may be working with or for local and national government agencies, relief agencies, private sector companies, public sector agencies, UN organizations, national and international aid agencies, civil and military services, and insurance appraisers and investigators.

· Minimum two years’ experience, some of which must be at a managerial level, in the Disaster field.
· However, participants will be considered for admission if they have relevant field experience or either a diploma from Inter-Cept or a Diploma in Disaster anagement  from any recognized institution
