 In less than 400 words, please describe the remarkable and innovative effort carried out by the nominee to reduce the impact of disasters and build disaster resilience under the theme “Shaping the Future.”

Our nominee is Heifer International-Philippines, an international non-profit organization that works with communities to end hunger and poverty and safeguard the environment. Heifer Philippines is nominated for its initiatives and projects that build resilient and safer communities.  It partners with local organizations like HEED to empower families and communities through values-based approaches with strong Disaster Risk Reduction components, otherwise known as Community Managed Disaster Risk Reduction (CMDRR). CMDRR draws the community together to do risk assessment, planning, quick response and implementation of mitigation measures. 
When Typhoon Bopha struck the southern island of Mindanao on December 2012, it displaced more than 1 million people and killed over 1,000.  More than 7,000 families were affected in the municipalities of Sta. Josefa, Veruela and Trento. It stripped the hillsides of trees, vegetation, killed livestock and destroyed thousands of homes. Two Heifer projects in the area were hit by Bopha and 336 families sustained heavy losses. 
During that time, only 1 village had participated in DRR workshop yet. People say that without the DRR knowledge, these families might have suffered far worse, as in the case of thousand other families that ended-up without homes and livelihoods.  Heifer families were more prepared and well coordinated. They took collective actions to safeguard their families and productive assets 24 hours before the typhoon. Group savings helped a lot in the recovery effort.  During the relief operation done by Heifer, project families, who were also victims, became resources. They still participated in the orderly distribution of goods to affected families in the area.  This experience draws a lot of lessons from neighboring communities.  After the disaster event, Heifer initiated a rebuilding project that expanded the coverage of CMDRR interventions in 3 more municipalities to help the recovery of over 4000 typhoon victims. This was widely received by the people and the local government in the area. 

The case of Sta. Josefa, is only one example of Heifer's work to help build safer and resilient communities. Since 2010, the work of Heifer on disaster risk reduction focuses in vulnerable communities not only in Agusan Sur, but in 14 other provinces of the country. Heifer mobilizes its network of partners and communities to collaborate and learn from each other and share DRR experiences. The social capital created through its values-based methodologies binds communities together to take pro-active actions, improve sense of responsibility and create better coordination in times of disasters.

In less than 100 words, please describe how the nominee’s work is funded.
Heifer's work in the Philippines is funded mainly by its International Headquarter in the USA. These funds are leveraged with other donor agencies to serve more families and widen the impact.

For projects with CMDRR components, local government units (LGUs), local NGO partners and communities also contribute. The LGUs provide additional resources for trainings, disaster drills, emergency equipment and life support systems. 

We are also aware that Heifer Philippines also connects with other institutional donors for possible funding of more projects with participatory risk reduction components.  Heifer and MAC Foundation is jointly funding our rebuilding project in Sta. Josefa.
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
