Jordan Statement

Mr. Chairman

Ladies and gentlemen 

On behalf of Jordan civil defense that represented Jordan government in the second session of global platform for disaster risk reduction, I have the pleasure to thank all staff who works hard in order to success this important event.

Jordan is one of developing countries subjected to many kinds of disasters, earthquakes is the most important threat, which might take place in any time due to The Jordan-Dead sea lateral strike-slip fault system. It is the result of motion between the Arabian and African plates. . Jordan prone to flash floods in the valleys during winter as a result of accumulation of rain water, and due to its aridity, forest fires are very common during summer. The development of new industries (chemical, biological) made the possibility for technical hazards is very high; also Jordan is prone to refugees flow due to the unstable situations in the region.


The higher Council of Civil Defense is the formal body which is responsible for dealing with disasters in Jordan it is headed by the minister of interior; the vice president is the General Director of Civil Defense. The members of the council are the secretary generals of all ministries, in addition to some of non governmental organizations in Jordan..

Jordan participated in all global and regional   activities concerning disaster risk reduction, we learned from others and from our self, in spite of obstacles     we have now good experience in the region regarding DRR and Hugo frame work, in the past our focus was on the response phase of disaster but recently we realize the importance of  pre- disaster actions which can reduce the consequences of disasters, now we have DRRMP  for Amman city in cooperation with UNDP and EMI ,  we have prince Hussein bin Abdullah the second  academy for civil protection which considered also  regional center for disaster management, we applied  earthquake building code , we stared in    including  risk assessment in our development plans , we launched disaster public  awareness, updating our emergency legislatives , we have in JCD  international emergency teams such as SAR team and HAZMAT team,  we signed 20 bilateral agreements in the field of civil protection and disaster assistance with a lot of countries  ,we have close cooperation with regional and international  organizations to build our capacities in the field of DRR. I would like to take this opportunity to thank UNDP, SDC, and ISDR-Egypt office, EMI, ICDO, for their active cooperation with JCD.
Finally Jordan encourages the international community to more cooperation because disasters need all the efforts to deal with. In spite of what had been achieved in Jordan   we still need time, expertise, financial support and national partnerships to build communities safely from disasters; we need from ISDR a field assessment missions to take place in developing countries to discus HF with national partners and analyses what had been done and where they go.
