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Role of Gadjah Mada University in Disaster Risk Reduction Efforts.

1. Universitas Gadjah Mada (UGM) is a largest and oldest state-owned university in Indonesia which is very active in promoting scientific and policy research on disaster management as well as implementing community outreach programs. The University is also instrumental to support the successful post-2006 earthquake rehabilitation and reconstruction programs for Yogyakarta and Central Java Region.

2.
