CONSULTATION ON PROPOSED INTEGRATED DROUGHT MANAGEMENT PROGRAMME

Over the past 25 years, the world has been increasingly drought-prone (according to IPCC data), and climate projections show that the frequency of severe droughts in many parts of the world will continue to rise.  There is an urgent need to develop better drought management strategies in many regions.
