Appendix

· Definitions based on the IPCC-SROCC, 2019, terminology: 
Protection 
“Soft” protection : They are referred as “soft”  because they do not involve any radical change in the environment and do not counteract natural processes. Can be beach and shore nourishment, beach drainage…  
“Hard” protection : They are referred as “hard” because they generally modify the environment by disrupting natural processes. Can be dikes, seawalls, breakwaters, barriers and barrages to protect against flooding, erosion and salt water intrusion. 
Accommodation : It reduces the vulnerability of coastal residents, human activities, ecosystems and the built environment. It is mostly actions on buildings, like raising house elevation (e.g., on stilts), lifting valuables to higher floors, floating houses and gardens etc.
Advance : Advance creates new land by building seaward, reducing coastal risks for the hinterland and the newly elevated land.
Ecosystem-based solutions : Measures based on the sustainable management, conservation, and restoration of ecosystems. There are measures to manage coastal dunes, marshes and cliffs in a flexible manner, “Nature-based solutions”…
Manage retreat : Consists in moving exposed people, assets and human activities out of the coastal hazard zone.
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
