1.Start small- with bi- lateral/tri lateral discussions between the organizations who are ready for sharing and learning
2. Assess the needs and match with the capacity for learning and sharing  between the Technical Centres of the IGOs 
3.Do not create new mechanisms for sharing, utilize the existing  forums for networking and coordination ( ISDR Asia Partnership cited as an excellent  platform for sharing and exchange by ASEAN)

4. Encourage the existing  summit meetings of IGOs  to invite the other IGO s /Technical centers which has specific learning and lessons  to share  the same
5. Considering this meeting is an initial dialogue, set up a mailing list  to invite the IGOs  with the specific suggestion to identify what they have to offer, and what they wish to learn  from other IGOs, in order to match the needs and interests
3) Conclusions by the Chair of the event:

The purpose of the meeting was to brainstorm the potential  of  the IGO s and Technical Centres  to support each other through sharing the learning, technical support,  in support of the member states for DRR. This is over and above the on going South South Programmes by the UNDP and GFDRR  which focus on the South South cooperation  between the countries.
South South  embraces not only the leaning and sharing from the Southern hemisphere, but also the triangular aspects of  engaging the North and South. 
The meeting  concluded that this is a valuable initiative to pursue, and there is  further value added  to  the South South concept and approach.
Specific IGOs such as SAARC and ASEAN have already started bi- lateral  discussions on  sharing and learning, which  is encouraging  and can set  example for mechanisms of sharing.

ESCAP  has  initiated  discussions  on engaging the UN Commissions  for wider sharing  of DRR  between the regions

ECLAC methodology  of Post Disaster Needs Assessment is one example which can be shared through UN Commissions in different regions.

Some specific  mechanisms suggested: Fellowship between  universities,  exchange of staff of the Secretariats, Technical Centres
Challenges: Member states are  part of many organizations which might prove difficult in agreeing on cooperation mechanisms

4) Your additional thoughts on the event:

Event  provided forum to share initial thoughts on the potential of the South South between IGOs,  and there was an atmosphere to freely contribute to the discussion. There was active contribution from all participated.

It is important to maintain the commitment made to  the group to  continue the dialogue through a mailing list, and  pursue the specific examples suggested such as SAARC- ASEAN, and taking the ECLAC  methodology sharing.   
Specific recommendations made to the IGOs  such as to  engage the IGOs who have specific learning to offer in their regular  summits etc. was received positively.
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
