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Your Excellency Co-chair, Dear participants,
· Allow me to congratulate and thank you and the members of Prep Com2 for organizing the Second Session of the Third World Conference on DRR, which aimed at reaching a consensus on the post HFA activities on DRR for Resilience through inclusive process that leads to an enhanced global partnership.  
· The Republic of South Sudan is a new Nation that has just observed its 3rd anniversary on 9th July 2014. This is a land locked country having 64 ethnic groups experiencing a number of natural disasters like floods, droughts, earth quicks, epidemics of livestock and human, with internal societal conflicts for livelihoods and community resources.  
· Since independence, South Sudan has placed its priority on building institutions, its regulatory and policy frameworks..  
· South Sudan has shown a significant progress on drafting the National Disaster Risk Management Policy, which is aligned with all humanitarian laws, protocols, and treaties that are rooted in the United Nations and Regional Charters. 
· The draft DRM policy and strategies, which are now being consulted with State level stakeholders and communities.
· The Republic of South Sudan is now critically engaged in building partnership with Regional and International bodies DRR. We are also a member of the Intergovernmental Authority on Development (IGAD), African Union (AU) and also taking part of all initiatives under taken by UNISDR and other UN agencies and International bodies. Liking to this, government delegates have participated in the Global and Regional platforms and preparatory committees on the DRR issues. 
· We emphasize the importance of stronger inter-linkages among disaster risk reduction, recovery and long-term development planning, and call for more coordinated and comprehensive strategies that integrate disaster risk reduction and climate change adaptation considerations into public and private investment.     

· South Sudan has established a National Platform on DRR, for coordination of DRR activities of government, development partners and humanitarian organizations. It has been receiving significant support from partners, UN agencies, development and humanitarian organizations and academia i.e. NRC seconded a Senior Policy adviser, WFP committed resources to policy development process initiated by government, it has also provided support to build Early warning for Food Security, ICRC and WFP, UNOCHA, UNICEF, UNDP, WHO and FAO, have extended their emergency support during the December 2013 crisis and a number of International NGOs i.e. NPA and Red Cross have also activities on DRR in the country at the grass-root level.
· The coherence between and within the UN system is very crucial, and especially the non-resident organizations i.e WMO, ITU, GEO and GFCS (Global Framework for Climate Services) to utilize those sources in a way that support the local, regional and international effort.
· The implementation modalities and activities are very crucial for the outcome of the World Conference in Sendai, and should lead to a new stage of commitment, and broader change of experiences and information sharing through international cooperation, technical assistance, technology transfer, capacity building for developing countries, specially Africa, which faces major challenges including floods, droughts, storms, desertification and epidemics.

· Lastly, the African Regional Platform for DRR held in Abuja from 13- 16 May 2014, expressed the commitment of the Africans government to effectively deal with DRR to achieve resilience for current and emerging risks, and stress that disasters could require trans-boundary approach policies and programmes that involve all communities and local authorities in formulating and implementing DRR programming.
